To receive the Chairman’s report                                                                                              - Cllr Samuels reported that a defibrillator refresher course using a display model would cost £175 regardless of numbers. The Council thought that as Mrs Jenny Aplin had suggested that she could give us all an overview of how the defibrillator operates then we should approach her first.  Action:  Cllr Samuels
- The 2019 Village Event would raise funds for the repair of the war memorial.  It was hoped a series of events would bring the village together. The response from all areas of the village had been very encouraging. The Council should consider underwriting this event by £500.  Insurance against bad weather could be obtained at modest cost.
