4.2  To receive Borough Councillor & County Councillor Reports – Not received but Cllr Dean gave a brief report on his arrival.
5. To receive the Chairman’s report
Cllr Samuel’s report to the meeting (circulated to Councillors in advance in his absence):
· On Wednesday 26th June we met with Sophie Hunt and a representative from Ubico to discuss grass cutting on the main Freeman Field and the surrounding area. We have agreed that we will get quotes from other sources and then go back to TBC for comparison purposes.

· On Tuesday 2nd July we met with Adam Gallagher, who lives in Bredon for advice and costings for grass cutting for all other areas other than the main field. Adam will liaise with a colleague and come back with a price. It should be noted that the grass is very long in these areas and may well need 2 cuts to bring it down to a reasonable length.

· We had a meeting to discuss the VAS signs on July 1st in the JWP. We asked Mark Wreford-Bush to join us to give us some advice on converting the existing VAS signs to solar powered. Mark brought along an example of the solar panel and has agreed to investigate further in terms of cost. We also agreed to start moving the signs around the Village.
· It has been suggested that we start to plan our next traffic survey and will hope to involve Sylvia Stokes and use her experience to guide us as we proceed.

· We should be setting up more Working Groups (WG) such as the Paths & Trees WG which Mavis is heading up and seems to be working well in terms of a small group investigating and reporting back findings to the GPC. 

· We need a Finance WG, Hire Charges WG, Planning WG, RRB/JWP WG, Playground WG, etc. etc.

· As mentioned at the APM in May, we will be organising a Village Survey to get residents views on a range of subjects. We will be involving others in this survey.

· We should be more pro- active regarding S106 and hopefully we can start by forming a Working Group to work alongside the Village Survey team when they will be asking residents for their views in S106.

· The Summer Fete is progressing well and I would like to offer a 2 hour Sunday slot in the JWP as a prize. This will hopefully give the JWP a higher profile.

· Hire charges must be given a high priority and meetings need to be arranged with the various Village groups to bring suggestions and ideas back to the full council.

The Vice Chair said there was nothing to report on the A435 Gotherington cross roads.  She had tried to meet with Cllr Bird (GCC); and Craig Freeman, the Highways Officer but without success.  She would continue to pursue this important matter with both gentlemen. Setting up a traffic survey through the village also needed discussing with Highways.
